Club Delivery Strategies

When it comes to reporting our 4-H clubs there are several options on how to classify them. The below table outlines the requirements for maintaining club charters as well as reporting purposes. Please note- each club is reported as a unit on the ES -237 and only counted if they are currently chartered. All unchartered 4-H groups must be reported under special interest units. For additional information on 4-H Club development, please refer to the NC 4-H Club manual.

Despite slight differences in club delivery strategies, there are guidelines that ALL clubs must follow:

· All clubs must be volunteer-led. 4-H professional cannot be counted as the volunteer leader. Volunteers must be registered in 4-HOnline, trained and appropriately screened.

· All clubs must follow NC 4-H chartering guidelines and operate on the required club year. 

· Each club must contain the components of a 4-H club meeting, including the business and education components. During the educational enrichment component, clubs can be either project focused for the entire club year (ie livestock, photography) or can be general topic focused (photography one month, environment one month, etc.)
